We
donated $10,000 for the
purchase of the land of
the current site of the
ministry in Bayview,
Texas. Over the years
everything from a
warehouse to a chapel
has been built—to provide
for the needs of the many
persons who come to
SWGSM with nothing but
the clothes on their back.
They receive food,
clothing and shelter; they
receive the love of Christ
through a caring ministry
which includes you!

This year SHCC will
complete the interior of
the home of a church
pianist. The dry wall in
her home is up, but not

taped and floated, and of
course needs paint. Other
trim/carpentry work is
needed throughout the
house. This will be an
incredible gift to a family in
great need. Few supplies
will be needed to
complete the work, just
workers! There may be
the option of providing
window treatments
(curtains) as well.

We also have the
opportunity to build
permanent storm shutters
for the buildings at the
SWGSM Bayview
location. When storms
blow through, these
shutters are essential for
protecting the facility and
the people inside.
Materials will need to be
purchased.

There is a $25.00
registration fee (which will
go towards meals) and a
charge of $11.00 per night
for staying in the
dormitory.

This is one of the great
ministries of the Christian
Church (Disciples of
Christ), and it is in our
own back yard! We get to
join with the SWGSM in
reaching out to the
“poorest of the poor.” This

trip also will have
moments for reflection
and time for group
worship each day. For
those who are interested,
we will have a trip into
Matamoros to visit an
orphanage (Ciudad de los
Nifios) and deliver our
soccer balls. We will shop
in a Mexican grocery store
to purchase food for the
orphanage as well.
