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Shepherds Fund 
2010 Grant Award 

 
In January of 1987 Shepherd of the Hills Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) established a 
permanent irrevocable trust known as the “Shepherd’s Fund.”  The purpose of the trust was 
to assure that outreach to persons in need would be a permanent part of the ministry of the 
church.  One percent of the annual revenue is set aside in the Outreach Committee budget 
for the purpose of building the corpus of this trust.  Interest on the Fund is allocated to a 
local non-profit following a broadly distributed invitation to apply and extensive review and 
consideration of applications received.  The first grant was awarded in 2009. 
 
July 18 will be a special day in the life of the community because the 2010 recipient  
(Imagine Art) will be presented the grant award of $4000 at the Sunday worship service.  
Imagine Art was incorporated in 2001.  The agency now provides services to over 100 
adult artists with disabilities annually.  Programs include a fine art studio, technology center, 
job placement in arts related careers and Small Business development in the arts, as well 
as community supports and respite activities for parents and families.

A food pantry was established in 2007 because the participants are low income, socially 
vulnerable and at risk when accessing other public pantries and lunch programs serving the 
homeless.  The agency purchases food at reduced rates from the Capitol Area Food Bank 
on a weekly basis.  Partnership with the Sustainable Food Center has enabled development 
of a 4x4 community garden that provided fresh vegetables in 2009.  Hot lunches are offered 
daily from Monday through Thursday, and a monthly breakfast every second Saturday.  In 
addition,  artists take home bags of food weekly. 
 
The grant will be used to improve the quality and the amount of food provided to artist 
participants.  It will be used to equip the kitchen with a new oven, cookware, utensils and 
paper goods that benefit the lunch program; purchase additional fresh, whole foods to 
support the lunches and breakfast services; and purchase garden tools, seeds and mulch 
for the fall garden.  In addition to the processed foods purchased from the food bank the 
grant will enable the purchase of supplemental meats, dairy products and fruits. 
 
Relationships with Whole Foods and with Angel Food Network are expanding and 
volunteers have been recruited as Garden Teams to establish and maintain seasonal 
gardens.
