Texas Interfaith Disaster
Response (TIDR), with the
support of SHCC,
continues its ministry to
the evacuees in the Austin
area. Although it seems
as though hurricanes
Katrina and Rita are long
gone, their presence in
Austin is very real. The
City of Austin estimates
between 7,000 and
20,000 persons have
been added to our
population. More than
1,300 families have been
settled by the city alone;
many more have been
settled through Interfaith
Hospitality Network-
Katrina, by churches, by
individuals, and other non-
profits and organizations.
Austin has taken on the
incredible responsibility of
helping settle these new
Austinites. How can we
make these folks feel “at
home™?

TIDR is helping in this
effort. We have ordered
806 beds, 357 dinettes,
357 sofas, and 357 house
ware packages. After

looking, desperately, all
over Austin for a
warehouse to receive
such a huge amount of
furniture, our own Marian
Dozier put us in touch with
her son Dirk Dozier, who
is letting us use
warehouse space
necessary for receiving
and then delivering the
furniture. TIDR has hired
an evacuee, Dale
Hargraves, as our logistics
coordinator in this effort.

TIDR continues to operate
its Call Center (342-
8732). We have one full-
time employee, Melissa
Ogea, who works Monday
through Friday answering
phones and giving a
human voice to the long
process of recovery and
helping provide
information to those in
need.

To help manage the many
facets of recovery,
Refugee Services of
Texas has seconded two
fulltime employees to

For the incredible
support, the volunteer hours
from so many, and
continued encouragement,
Texas Interfaith Disaster
Response offers its deepest
thanks.

This month’s recipe was
submitted by Joyce
Coleman. She brought
this cake to the monthly
CWF meeting. She had
so many people asking
her for the recipe that she
asked me to publish it.

She says it is a great
dessert for the fall season.

Apple Cake
1/4 cup butter, softened (no substitutes) 1 cup sugar
1 egg 1 tsp vanilla extract
1-1/4 cup flour 1 tsp baking soda
1/2 tsp ground cinnamon 1/4 salt

1/4 tsp (or less) ground nutmeg
2 medium tart apples, peeled and grated (or chopped in a food processor)
1/2 cup chopped walnuts, optional

Butter Sauce:
1/2 cup butter
1/2 cup packed brown sugar

1/2 cup sugar
1/2 cup half-and-half cream

In a mixing bowl, combine butter and sugar and beat in egg and vanilla until
creamed. Combine the flour, baking soda, cinnamon, salt, and nutmeg
Gradually add to the creamed mixture. Stir in apples and walnuts

Pour into a greased 8-in. square baking dish. Bake at 350 degrees for 40-45
minutes or until a toothpick inserted near the center comes out clean

While cake is baking, prepare the butter sauce. Melt butter in a saucepan

Stir in sugars and half-and-half cream. Bring to a boil over medium heat, stirring

constantly. Reduce heat. Simmer, uncovered, for 15 minutes, stirring
occasionally. Serve over warm cake

Yield: 9 servings
